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Colorado ranks fth in the country in total natural gas employment.
The jobs in Colorado are just a part of an overall 2.8 million jobs

in the United States that were reliant on the natural gas industry

in 2008, which equates to over $384 billion in economic impact,
including $181 billion in labor income alone. The 2.8 million jobs g-
ure includes 622,000 direct jobs within the natural gas industry itself.

IHS also found the natural gas industry is responsible for roughly
2.2 million additional jobs throughout the United States that are
indirectly related to the industry, or induced by the industry’s activity.

These numbers do not include jobs that rely on natural gas as
fuel stock. The agricultural, manufacturing, and technology
sectors all rely on natural gas as a stable, secure energy source,
and in turn hundreds of thousands more workers rely on it for
their income.
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
